	To create a story board of a film clip. 
	I can discuss what I think will happen next in a story.

	Look at picture of main character from ‘the lighthouse.’

Children to create a mindmap of clues they can gather using inference: 

Who do you think this man is?

Look at his face – describe his expression: angry / sad / lonely / afraid?? 

Look at his clothing – why would he be wearing a coat? What do you think his job is? 
	The Lighthouse - The Literacy Shed
Watch The Lighthouse film as a class. 

Opening scene, discuss the setting and the title. What do you think is going to happen? 
Pause film after the lighthousekeeper slams the window shut - what does he think about the people outside the window? What impression does this give you of the character?  
Why does the author put this scene in? (to make you think the villagers are up to no good/untrustworthy)

How does the creator build up the tension in the film?
Why do you think the creator shows the lighthouse keeper tripping over? Does this make you think differently about the character? 
When the lighthousekeeper breaks the lamp, pause and discuss possible outcomes.
How did your opinion change of the lighthouse keeper by the end?

Was there a message? 
	Chn to use story board frames (on A3.)

Chn to rewrite the film as a story for children (which will be made into pop-up books.) 

They will need to split the film into 6 scenes. 
Chn to illustrate storyboards once writing has been finished.

LA: to work with support from RC and KW. 
	Chn to share their storyboards with a partner.

Have any of you left scenes out? Why?

Will doing this have an impact on the story? 

Which parts could you have left out? 
	Sum up your learning in 3 words.
